Greensboro and Magnolia Grove Participate in Alabama Highway 14 Antiques Trail

Greensboro is one of 24 towns to participate in the second annual Highway 14 Antiques Trail to be held September 14 and 15, and Magnolia Grove is the place to come.
Organized by the Eutaw Area Chamber of Commerce, the Alabama Highway 14 Antiques Trail starts in the west at Aliceville/Pickensville near the Mississippi state line, and extends over 200 miles to the east, to Valley on the Georgia state line.  
Antique dealers, artists, craftsmen, bakers, quilters, and more will gather in the approximately 24 towns and cities along Highway 14 to welcome tourists and collectors. The Greek Revival style house is also the boyhood home of Spanish-American War hero and progressive statesman Richmond Pearson Hobson.  “We also want to encourage everyone to visit downtown Greensboro that day as well,” said Eleanor Cunningham, site director.
