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BLACK HERITAGE COUNCIL MEETS JULY 21 IN MONTGOMERY

The Black Heritage Council (BHC) holds it quarterly meeting in Montgomery on Saturday, July 21, at 10 a.m. at the Alabama Department and of Archives and History, 624 Washington Avenue, Jones Room, third floor.

The Black Heritage Council is a 16-member statewide all-volunteer organization whose mission is to advise the Alabama Historical Commission on the preservation of historic places in Alabama related to the history and culture of African Americans.    

To be discussed at the meeting is the newly established database of historic African American sites.  The BHC is asking the public’s help in collecting information and images on Alabama properties such as churches, schools, Masonic lodges, cemeteries, historically black residential communities, historically black business districts, and other historically black resources.

“Even if a building is no longer standing, the BHC would like location information, a brief description, and a photograph, if possible,” said Frazine Taylor, chair of the BHC.  “This database will provide a systematic approach to collecting and distributing information.”

Also on the agenda is the recruitment of individuals who are willing to serve as volunteer county coordinators.  These persons, who are interested in preserving historic African American places, would work with the BHC in expanding programs and services in communities throughout the state.

Recently appointed to the Black Heritage Council is Jeff Jakeman, an associate professor of history at Auburn University and secretary of the Alabama Historical Commission.
