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Chunchula School Listed to the Alabama Register

The Alabama Historical Commission recently listed Chunchula School in Mobile County to the Alabama Register of Landmarks and Heritage. 
Constructed around 1909 and expanded around 1929, the school once served Chunchula, a thriving logging and turpentine producing community.  The school building became a community center in 1935 serving the area until 1995.  Over the years, the building was used as a dance hall, a Sunday school, a voting location, a place for political rallies, and by the Chunchula Home Demonstration Club.

The Chunchula School has retained many of its original features.  “Local preservationists are eager to preserve this historic building and keep it as a community center,” said Melanie Betz, an architectural historian with the Alabama Historical Commission.
The Alabama Register is an official listing of buildings, sites, structures, objects, and districts. These properties, which may be of national, state, and local significance, are deemed worthy of preservation by the Alabama Historical Commission.      
 Listing to the Alabama Register is an honorary designation and carries no restrictions or financial incentives. 
To protect, preserve, and interpret Alabama’s historic places is the mission of the Alabama Historical Commission, Alabama’s state agency for historic preservation.
