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Jefferson County--
Trussville’s Elliot House Listed to the Alabama Register

The Alabama Historical Commission has listed the Elliot House in Trussville to the Alabama Register of Landmarks and Heritage. 
Around 1889, a section foreman with the Louisville and Nashville (L&N) Railroad built the Elliot House.  The L&N railroad line passed right in front of the home.  

In the 1880s, Trussville experienced its first real industrial growth.  Rich minerals found within a few miles of the town could now be moved easily by rail. 

The house is one of a few surviving residences in the area dating from this “boom period” in Trussville’s history.  It retains many of its original features including fireplaces, its basic u-shape, and some outbuildings.

The Alabama Register is an official listing of buildings, sites, structures, objects, and districts. These properties, which may be of national, state, and local significance, are deemed worthy of preservation by the Alabama Historical Commission.      

 Listing to the Alabama Register is an honorary designation and carries no restrictions or financial incentives. 
To protect, preserve, and interpret Alabama’s historic places is the mission of the Alabama Historical Commission, Alabama’s state agency for historic preservation.
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
