The Black Heritage Council Hosting Preservation Forum June 27-28, in Selma

The Black Heritage Council is hosting a Preservation Forum June 27-28, 2008 at First Baptist Church, 709 Martin Luther King Street in Selma. The Forum will focus on documenting, preserving, and promoting historic places in the Black Belt region. 
The theme for the Forum is “A Heritage So Rich: Discovering, Preserving, and Promoting the History and Culture of African Americans in the Black Belt through Tourism.” 

Sessions will include information on heir property, rehabilitation tax credits for businesses in historic buildings, funding for historic projects, appropriate archiving techniques for historic documents and photos, and finding information on historic places and family history. 

All educational sessions will take place Friday, June 27 at First Baptist Church. On Saturday, participants will take a bus tour to explore some of Selma’s many historic places. The registration cost of $45.00 is due by June 23 and includes lunch for both days plus tour. 
The Council is a 19-member statewide all volunteer organization whose mission is to advise the Alabama Historical Commission (AHC) on the preservation of historic places in Alabama related to the history and culture of African Americans.
