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Old Munford High School Listed to the Alabama Register

The Alabama Historical Commission has listed Old Munford High School in Talladega County to the Alabama Register of Landmarks and Heritage. 

A stone and brick building with a rich history in the community, the Old Munford High School is significant in the areas of architecture and education.  The original two-story central section was constructed around 1910.  Additions were made in 1934 and in 1942.

A small portion of the building is currently used as a senior center.  “Unfortunately, Munford joins Winterboro School as another endangered educational building in Talladega County,” said Melanie Betz of the Alabama Historical Commission.  “Preservationists would like to see more of the building used, but there are others who would like to see it torn down.”
The Alabama Register is an official listing of buildings, sites, structures, objects, and districts. These properties, which may be of national, state, and local significance, are deemed worthy of preservation by the Alabama Historical Commission.      
 Listing to the Alabama Register is an honorary designation and carries no restrictions or financial incentives. 
To protect, preserve, and interpret Alabama’s historic places is the mission of the Alabama Historical Commission, Alabama’s state agency for historic preservation.
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
